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Historical Sketch of
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The second Morrill Act of 1890made training in agriculture and mechanical arts available
to African-American citizens. Section Four of the Morrill Act required military training as part
of the curriculum. West Virginia responded on March 17, 1891 by enacting legislation to create
a special land-grant institution for Blacks. Federal funds provided $3,000 for faculty salaries,
and the West Virginia Legislature appropriated $10,000 to purchase a farm and build a school
building upon it. The institution was founded as the West Virginia Colored Institute.

Although not specifically included in the West Virginia Legislative Act, military training
was conducted during the school's first year. The ROTC Department opened shortly after the
establishment of a military corps in 1899. In 1915, West Virginia Colored Institute was renamed
the West Virginia Collegiate Institute. In 1929, the college changed its name to West Virginia
State College. In 2004, the college received university status and was renamed West Virginia
State University. Military training continued at the college from 1899 until present, with the
exception of temporary suspensions from 1907-1916 and 1920-1942.

From its beginnings until 1915, the institution offered the equivalent of a high school
education, with a curriculum devoted primarily to agriculture, trades, and teacher education.
In 1915, the school was given the authority to award college degrees requiring instruction in
Mathematics, Chemistry, French, and English. The first college degrees were awarded in 1919.

Much of the credit for establishing the present Senior ROTC program goes to Mr. Daniel
P. Lincoln and Professor Daniel L. Ferguson. Their success in conducting voluntary military
training early in World War II kept alive the War Department's recognition of the college's desire
to continue the ROTC program.

In 1942, LTC Payton Winlock established a Senior ROTC unit to provide instruction in
Field Artillery. Artillery was taught until 1956, when the department was designated a General
Military Science Program. Graduates could now be commissioned into any of the Army's
eighteen branches of service.

With the 1954 Supreme Court decision, Brown v. the Board of Education, West Virginia
State College was propelled from a small black college to a racially integrated one. Program
offerings expanded, and new ones developed as the college kept pace with the demands of
students and the needs of the larger community. In 1970, the Military Science Department
acquired elective status and ceased to be a mandatory program for all male students.

Donald L. Graham, a native of Salisbury, North Carolina, was appointed as a United

States District Judge by President George H. W. Bush in 1991. Judge Graham graduated from
West Virginia State magna cum laude with a B.A degree. He served as President ofThe Student
Body, and The Ohio State University College of Law with a].D. degree, where he received a Best
Oralist Award in the Moot Court Program and the Judge Harter Award as the Outstanding Trial
Practice Student.

After joining the Judge Advocate General's Corps, United States Army with an initial
active assignment in West Germany, he transferred to South Florida to serve as Assistant Staff
Judge Advocate at Homestead Air Force Base. Judge Graham was discharged from active duty in
1979 and retired from the United States Army Reserves in 1999 as a Lieutenant Colonel receiving
several awards and commendations for his active and reserve service. Judge Graham served as
an Assistant United States Attorney for the Southern District of Florida in Miami, Florida (197g.
83), Chief ofthe Narcotics Unit and Chief ofthe Special Prosecutions Unit. He went into private
practice where he was a founding partner with the law firm of Raskin & Graham, P.A, Miami,
Florida (1983-91) specializing in criminal and civil trial practice in State and Federal Courts
throughout the United States.

Celeita Kramer is a 1980 cum laude graduate ofWVSU. While attending WVSU her positions and

awards include: she served as Student Government Secretary, Resident Advisor, Who's Who of American
Colleges and Universities, Outstanding Cadet Award, Outstanding Military Student and Outstanding
Military Graduate. She served as the ROTC Battalion Executive Officer, Editor of the Yellow Jacket
Battalion newspaper and was selected as Miss Pershing Rifles for two years.

Major Kramer served twenty three years with the United States Army, United States Army Reserves
and National Guard as a Helicopter Pilot, Test Pilot, Battalion Executive Officer, Aircraft Maintenance
Officer, Blackhawk Fielding Officer, and Company Commander. Major Kramer assignments include tours
of duty at Ft. Eustis, West Virginia Army National Guard, Ft. Bragg, Ft. Rucker, Vermont Army National
Guard, Iowa Reserve Center, Ft.

Leadership Award. Her military awards and decorations included the Meritorious Service Medal, Army
Commendation Medal, Army Achievement Medal, Army Reserve Components Achievement Medal,
National Defense Medal, Korea Defense Service Medal with two Bronze Stars, Armed Forces Reserve
Medal, Army Service Ribbon Army, Overseas Service Ribbon, West Virginia Service Ribbon, Outstanding
Volunteer Service Medal, Aviator Badge, and Senior Aviator Badge for 17 years of accident free military
aviation service.

Major Kramers military training includes the Transportation Officers Basic Course, Advanced

She
has completed graduate study at the Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University, Salem-Teikyo University,
Colorado State University and American University. She is a PADI qualified Open Water, Advanced Open
Water and Rescue Scuba Diver, a harness race horse owner and attended the US Trotting Associations
Driver Training. She holds an FAA Commercial pilot's license with an instrument rating (single and dual
engine) and has over 3000 commercial and military flight hours. She also holds a WV Department of
Education Teaching Certificate.

Major Kramer founded Crossed Sabers Stable in June of 1996 in West Union, WV and the Second
Wind Adoption Program in October of 1998 in order to respond to the need for safe, healthy homes for
all horses. She is also an Equine Instructor and Trainer, a certified Equine Sports Massage Therapist,
and school trained farrier. Major Kramer is a seasoned expert witness in the areas of equine operations,
equine welfare, military affairs, weapons and military aviation.

She has been instrumental in influencing local, state and national laws regarding animal welfare,
horses and their minimum care and anti-slaughter issues. She has personally completed well over two
thousand adoptions of horses, dogs and cats in 46 states.

Dr. Roscoe C. Brown, Jr., is the Director of the Center for Urban Education Policy and a

University Professor at the Graduate School and University Center of The City University of New
York. He is past President of Bronx Community College of CUNY,and was formerly a Director of
the Institute of Afro-AmericanAffairs at New York University. He holds a doctorate from New York
University and has served on the faculty at West Virginia State College and as a full professor at
New York University's School of Education. A native of Washington, D.C., Dr. Brown is a graduate
of Paul Laurence Dunbar High School and received his Bachelor's degree from Springfield College
in Massachusetts.

As Director of the Center for Urban Education Policy at the Graduate School and University
Center of The City University of New York, Dr. Brown's work focuses on the role of school-based
management and parental involvement in school reform. A specialist in educational measurement,
Dr. Brown has served as a consultant for the Educational Testing Service (ETS) and as a member
of the New York State Education Department's College Proficiency Examination Committee. He
continues to service on the Technical Advisory Committee for the New Jersey State Educational
Assessment Program.

Dr. Brown serves as Chairman of the New YorkCityRegional Education Center for Economic
Development. He has served as a member of several national boards to include the Boys and Girls
Clubs of America, the American Council on Education, the board of the YMCA of Greater New
York, and the Fund for the City of New York. He currently serves on the boards of the New York
Botanical Garden, New York City Partnership, Museum of the City of New York, Phipps Community
Development Corporation, City Parks Foundation, Libraries for the Future, and the Franklin and
Eleanor Roosevelt Institute.

He serves on of the board of directors for the Greater Harlem Nursing Home, the Urban

Chairman of the Arthur Ashe Athletic Association and the National Black Leadership Commission on
AIDS. He chairs the National Scholarship Selection Committee of the Jackie Robinson Foundation,
and is past President of One Hundred Black Men, Inc. (an influential group of civic-mindedAfrican-
American New Yorkers).

A member of the Upper Manhattan Empowerment Zone Development Corporation, Dr.
Brown has served on the New York State Governor's Advisory Committee for Black Affairs, New
York State Human Rights Advisory Council, and the New York State Attorney General's Ethical
Standards Committee. He was appointed by Governor Mario Cuomo to the New York State Job
Training and Partnership Council, New York State Health, Fitness and Sports Council, and the New
York State Special Advisory Commission on Minority Enrollment in Medical Schools.

Dr. Brown, a former Army Air Force Captain, commanded the lOOthFighter Squadron of the
332nd Fighter Group (the 'Tuskegee Airmen") in World War II, and was awarded the Distinguished
Flying Cross and Air Medal with eight Oak Leaf Clusters. He is credited with being the first 15th
Air Force fighter pilot to shoot down a German jet fighter, and has been honored by the Intrepid Air-
Space Museum in New York City for his outstanding Leadership as Squadron Commander.

An avid runner who has completed the New York City Marathon nine times, Dr. Brown is
listed in Who's Who in America, Who's Who Among Black Americans, and Who's Who in American
