A.  College Elections Needed.  Mrs. Patricia Shafer made announcements about the College 
      elections that needed to be held at the respective Colleges.


B.  At-Large Elections.  Mrs. Patricia Shafer and Dr. Jerry Levine conducted all the at-large 
      elections.  The results were announced later that day.


C.  Faculty Concerns.  Dr. Jerry Levine invited expression of concerns on the part of the 

      faculty.  Issues such as faculty salary raise, faculty status for Land Grant staff and 

      percentage University contribution toward faculty’s retirement were brought up for 

      discussion.  Dr. Levine requested the faculty to write these as well as other concerns 

      in the form provided for the purpose.


D.  Work Plan for the Senate AY 2005-2006.  Dr. Jerry Levine listed the following items as 
      part of the future plan for the Senate to work on: change in Final Exam schedule, faculty 
      status for Land Grant staff, faculty salary raises, and obtaining clarity from the 


      administration on salary and financial matters.


E.  Institutional Review Board (IRB) Update.  Ms. Deborah Wells announced that the IRB 
      Policy will be submitted to the Board of Governors.  Dr. David Huber asked for 


      clarification as to whether only Human and Animal Research should go through the IRB.  
      He was answered in the positive.


F.  Committee Reports.  Dr. Phoebe Levine, last year EPC Chair, reported the activities 

      of the Educational Policy Committee.  Dr. Arnold Hartstein reported the activities of 

      the Program Review Committee.  Drs. Marc Porter and Sonya Armstrong reported for 
      the Research and Development Committee.  Dr. Michael Anderson reported for the 

      Faculty Personnel Committee.  There was no report submitted on behalf of the 


      Scholarship Committee.


G.  BOG and ACF Reports.  Mrs. Patricia Shafer reported for the Advisory Council of 

      Faculty (please see report attached).  Prof. Susan Marrash-Minnerly asked why the 

      ACF does not support unionization.  Mrs. Shafer responded that many of the ACF 

      members are not for unionization.  Dr. Barbara Ladner suggested that the ACF 


      members approach various institutions to get the faculty input on this issue.  Mrs. 

      Shafer also reported for the Board of Governors (please see report attached).
