B.  Proposal to the Senate from the Ad Hoc Budget Committee.  C. Smith said the ad hoc Committee will present three resolutions to the faculty: 


1.  To ask support of the faculty to publicize the concerns regarding the current budget situation.


2.  To organize a breakfast at the legislature to discuss faculty concerns.


3.  To charge the faculty representative to the Board of Governors to support any motion for faculty 
      salary increases.   

Additionally, the Committee will also propose the creation of a Senate Standing Committee to review the University budget process, make recommendations, and report to the faculty.  There was some discussion about what power this Committee would have, and whether the faculty representative to the Budget Advisory Committee might carry more weight.  Perhaps the members of this standing committee might be the same ones as are on the Budget Advisory Committee.  T. Guetzloff moved and D. Wells seconded the motion to table this until the January 27th meeting.  The motion carried.  

C.  Merit Pay.  Regarding faculty raises Marshall University is using different percentages that those mandated; some faculty are keeping current with this as we following our own merit procedure.  Since portfolios are due should we be looking into this process?  Can conditional policies be implemented if, for example, there is only a small amount available for across-the-board raises?  This should be taken to the BOG, that they recommend a salary plan.   

NOTE:  The proposal to permit early registration for athletes was postponed until the next meeting.  The Faculty/Staff Directory has not been updated.  We discussed asking all Vice Presidents to assure accuracy, but aren’t sure where this information should go.  This issue will be raised at the next Faculty Senate meeting.
