WVSU Faculty Senate Executive Committee

October 28, 2005

1.  Call to Order.  The Executive Committee of the Faculty Senate was called to order at 1:20 PM on Friday, October 28, 2005 in 622 Wallace Hall.  Members present:  Dr. Tom Guetzloff, Dr. Jerry Levine–Chair, Mr. Tom McClure, Dr. Sundar Naga, Prof. Patricia Shafer, Dr. Chuck Smith, Ms. Deborah Wells, and Prof. Edith Worrells.  

2.  Approval of the Minutes.  P Shafer moved and E. Worrells seconded a motion to approve the minutes from the September 23rd meeting with two changes.  The motion carried.  

3.  Approval of the Agenda.  P. Shafer moved and E. Worrells seconded a motion to approve the C. Smith moved and S. Naga seconded the motion to approve the agenda.  The motion carried.

4.  Old Business  

a.  November Executive Committee Meeting.  The next Executive meeting will be on November 18th at 11:00 AM.  

b.  January Executive Committee and Senate Meetings.  The Executive Committee will meet on January 6th at 11:00 AM.  Typically there is no Senate meeting in January.  The General Faculty meeting is held the week prior to the first week of classes.

c.  Dr. Stuart McGehee status on Educational Policy Committee.  S. McGehee has exceeded the six-year term limit for service and will therefore be removed from the membership of the EPC.

d.  Committee Reporting Dates.  Promotion and Tenure will have a report in November and a full Committee report in March 2006.  The ad hoc Salary Committee (Chair:  M. Islam) will report in April 2006.  The ad hoc Committee (Chair:  J. Spencer) dealing with J. Richards’ concerns are tentatively scheduled to report in December.  

5.  New Business  

a.  Appointment of members from the Colleges of Arts and Humanities and Business and Social Studies to the Educational Policies Committee.  D. Wohl recommended that M. Porter be nominated from AH.  C. Smith moved and S. Naga seconded a motion to appoint M. Porter to the EPC.  Motion carried.  P. Shafer recommended E. Pauley to serve from BASS until the next election.  C. Smith moved and E. Worrells seconded a motion to approve his appointment.  Motion carried.    

b.  Promotion and Tenure Committee Appointment.  Because P. Clendenin is applying for promotion, another faculty member will need to be nominated to serve in her place.  P. Shafer moved and C. Smith seconded a motion to appoint S. Naga.  Motion carried.

c.  General Faculty Meeting.  A special General Faculty meeting to discuss faculty raises was called for November 8th at 12:30 PM in 112 Wallace Hall.  C. Smith will send T. McClure the abbreviated agenda. 

d.  Notice to Absent Senate members.  So far there are no Senators with more than two absences.  
e.  Faculty Evaluations—Spring 2005.  The Personnel Committee has not sent the results yet.  C. Smith moved and P. Shafer seconded a motion to direct J. Levine to call the FPC chair and express concerns regarding Spring and Fall 2005 faculty evaluation results.  Motion carried.   

f.  Proposed Senate Agenda for November 4th Meeting.  Reports:  M. Islam, as the faculty representative, will report “observations” from the Budget Advisory Committee; two Vice Presidents will be asked to respond to faculty concerns.  Old Business:  the Executive Committee will announce appointments to vacancies on Standing Committees and Mr. Parker will be asked to give details regarding merit raises.  New Business:  J. Levine will raise the issue of honoring faculty—perhaps a Senate award; Endorsement of the ACF legislative agenda (P. Shafer); Resolution regarding the Faculty/Staff Directory (P. Shafer).   

6.  Adjournment.  T. Guetzloff moved and E. Worrells seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried.
