Review and Approval of Agenda.  J. Magan moved and C. Sturgeon

seconded   that the agenda be approved as amended. The motion carried.

Reports

A.
Standing Committee Reports: 

1. Scholarship: C. Ledbetter announced that the scholarship fund currently

has $20,814. Projections based on current rates of giving by the faculty

indicate that the $25,000 for full endowment should be reached over the next

nine or ten months.  The committee's goal is to have 100% faculty

participation. Dr. Ledbetter asked senators to encourage their colleagues to

make at least a one-time donation to the scholarship. An agreement with the

Foundation is being drafted.  [Written report attached]

J. Levine commended Dr. Ledbetter for his hard work on behalf of the faculty

scholarship. 

2. EPC: Twenty two proposals were received by the EPC from the Political

Science department in September. [attached]  Dr. P. McCoy requested that the

senate consider the proposals as a block rather than individually. J. Magan

moved to accept the report and approve the changes recommended by the EPC.

C. Acker seconded   Discussion was held regarding the impact of the changes

on the availability of prerequisite general education courses. McCoy will

consult with C. Smith to determine whether or not the Political Science

department considered this issue when making curriculum changes.  EPC will

report to the faculty senate at the November meeting.  J. Magan made and R.

Harris seconded a SUBSTITUTE MOTION to approve changes and request that the

general education committee study the effect of EPC changes on the

availability of 100 level courses that don't have Eng 101 as a prerequisite

The motion carried with one "no" vote."  

3. General Education: J. Pietryszynski reported that the committee has

decided to change general education classes, G.E.100 and G.E. 200,  from 100

students with four faculty to 50 students with two faculty. [Written report

attached]

Endorsement for ACF legislative agenda: J. Magan moved and R. Harris

seconded that the faculty senate endorse the ACF legislative agenda [copy

attached]. The motion carried

B.
Maintenance of Ferrell Hall: Many faculty expressed concern

regarding the physical condition of classrooms in Ferrell Hall. The ceilings

are falling, mold is growing, the smell is atrocious, and doorknob of 319

doesn't work consistently from the inside meaning people cannot exit the

classroom. The following rooms are in particular need of attention: Ferrell,

211, 207, 319, 311 and the ninth floor of Wallace Hall.  Dr Byers will bring

this to the attention of Dr Whyte. He asked that faculty notify his office

when there are problems in classrooms

C. Request for standing committee time during August opening week: The

faculty senate executive committee has requested that the administration

make available two 1 1/2 hour time slots during the first week of each fall

semester for standing committee meetings. 

D. By laws amendment:   M. Lewis moved and P. Levine seconded that the

bylaws be amended to require all standing committees to elect a chair for

the following academic year by the final meeting of the spring. The motion

carried with two "no" votes 

 P. Levine proposed an amendment stating that if a chair cannot be elected

(e.g., if no one will accept the position) the committee be allowed to elect

an interim chair.  R. Harris seconded.  The motion was defeated by a vote of

11 "no" to 4 "yes."  

C. Sturgeon proposed and T. Guetzloff seconded another amendment stating

that if a chair cannot be elected (e.g., if no one will accept the

position), the faculty senate be given the authority to appoint a chair. The

motion carried with two "no" votes.

T. Guetzloff moved and C. Sturgeon seconded that the bylaws be amended to

require the faculty personnel committee to set the calendar for the

following spring at the end of the preceding spring semester. The motion

carried.
