a.  Ad hoc Committee on Student Evaluations Report by Sundar Nagi.

· The committee was charged with: 

1).  addressing past problems and issues regarding the scanning and calculations of averages, specifically for the fall 2006 student evaluations. 

2)   looking into the possibility of replacing paper evaluations with online evaluations, citing advantages and disadvantages.

· As a result of the study, the committee passed the following two motions:

1)   For Fall 2007, set up a pilot of 5 or more classes of students with web involvement & without web involvement each for online evaluations.

2)   To simplify administration of paper evaluations and to allow faculty members to schedule evaluations without disturbing class activities, faculty members will administer the paper evaluations themselves.

· Barbara Ladner moved, Tom Guetzloff seconded that faculty members accept the report. Motion carried.

b.  AFT Report by Mike Lewis

Mike Lewis Invited non-participating faculty members to join AFT, citing benefits of membership.
