Faculty Senate Report

West Virginia State University

September 7, 2007

On July 29-30, 2007, the ACF held a retreat at Canaan Valley Resort and Conference Center.

1. Call to Order

The Council Meeting was called to order by Chair Leslie Lovett at 1:30 pm on July 29, 2007.

2. Roll Call

A quorum was present. Introductions of ACF members and guests were made, followed by a review of the retreat agenda.

3. Minutes

· Minutes were approved with corrections for the March 30, 2007 meeting.

4. Great Teacher’s Seminar Discussion

As of 2007, 16 years of seminars have been organized by Mark Goldstein on an extremely small budget.  Each attendee or their institution funded the expenses.  In addition, a $60 fee plus donations and $1000 from the HEPC helped to fund the event.  The advertising got to the campuses late, but the seminar still had 17 attendees this year.  Goldstein suggested that the ACF promote and support the seminar as a faculty development project in future years to replace the old “faculty development network,” and to start the advertising of the event earlier.  The dates of June 23-26, 2008 have been reserved at North Bend State Park.  The following suggestions were made by ACF members:

· Success requires communications and marketing on each campus

· Ask each ACF member to provide a second campus contact for his/her campus

· Add link to ACF website

· Change name to “Great Teaching Seminar”

The ACF unanimously approved a motion to support the Great Teacher’s Seminar in every way possible and to advocate for state funding for the event.

2007 Higher Education Faculty Issues
Working to Bridge the Gaps: Paving the Way to a Competitive Economy. 
Issues:
1. Provide legislative funding for WV Higher Education at or above the national average, so that our "State located and State assisted" higher education becomes a truly "State supported" system. 

2. Provide legislative funding for additional faculty benefits including tuition plans for dependents in order to retain quality faculty 

3. Provide State code for awarding a minimum 10% base salary increase upon faculty promotion in rank, in order to narrow the salary gap between West Virginia Higher Education institutions and their peers. 

4. Raise the State's share of retirement contribution for Higher Education employees. 

5. Raise the cap for percentage of tenured faculty in the Community and Technical Colleges (CTC) system to 30% while limiting the number of adjunct faculty. 

6. Allow Higher Education employees the right to serve in the Legislature.
