Issues Addressed by the Senate
My term as faculty representative to the university’s Board of Governors began July 1, 2006. The Board of Governors has not met since my term began; I therefore have no report on the activities of the board. The board and several of its committees will meet on Thursday, September 6, 2007, the day before our senate meeting. I may have a brief addendum to add to this report at the senate meeting.

I have been named to the Board’s Academic Policies Committee and the CTC Programs and Off-Campus Services Committee. This was done without Mr. Eric Coleman, the board chairman, consulting or interviewing me with regard to what committees to which I might contribute the most or what committees address issues of particular concern to the faculties of the university and of the community and technical college. After I have served on the board for a few meetings, if it seems appropriate, I may ask to be assigned to another committee.

Representing the Faculty

My interest and goal as faculty representative is to ensure that the concerns of the faculty of the university and the community and technical college are made known to the Board of Governors. I am also concerned that actions being considered or taking by the board are promptly and clearly made known to the appropriate faculty senate. In order to accurately represent the faculty, I recommend that in situations in which the faculty has specific concerns that the faculty senate enact appropriate resolutions. When such situations arise, I will inform the executive committees of the senates and so that such issues may be placed before the next meeting of the senate. I will faithfully convey to the Board of Governors the resolutions passed by either of the senates.
