 Institutional Board of Advisors (IBOA) Meeting

A regular meeting of the WVSCTC Institutional Board of Advisors was held on Wednesday, October 17, 2007 in the Erikson Alumni Center.  The meeting was called to order by Mr. Walter Greenhowe, Chair. Eight Board members were present along with several guests.  

Dr. Ron Bartley, Interim President submitted a written report to the Board.  The following are the highlights from President Bartley’s comments on the report:  

· Nursing Program graduated 35 Nurses in May 2007.  Seventeen are expected to graduate December 2007.  All graduates have completed the licensure exam with a 94% pass rate.

· CTC receive the Innovator’s Award for the Nursing Pathways Program – presented at the Annual Conference of the Southern Growth Policies Board in St. Louis, MO.

· Meeting with Greg Atkinson from West Virginia Department of Education to discuss career pathways from secondary school programs to our Hospitality Management Program.

· Participated in the Career Fair with Tri-State Racetrack and Gaming Center – also finalized agreement to conduct table games training.  Over 200 people interested in the training program.

· Recognition day for Nursing Faculty, graduates, representatives from clinical sites will be held October 22, 2007.

· WVCCA/WVADE conference to be held at Pipestem State Park, November 14-16, 2007.

INFORMATION ITEM:

The following Information Items were presented to the Board:

· Dr. Bartley discussed the Chargeback Agreement signed by both Presidents on Tuesday, October 2, 2007.  Agreement was approved by the WVSU Board of Governors on September 6, 2007.

· Dr. Mark Davis updated the IBOA on the Health Unit Coordinator (HUC) Pilot Training Program.  HUC training was conducted on campus in coordination with the Nursing Program and the Business Studies Program with financial support from the WV Advanced Fund and C.A.M.C., Inc.  Fourteen students completed the program and are all currently employed by CAMC.  After completion of the program participates earned a certificate in HUC and 15 college credits in Allied Health.  

· Dr. Bartley reviewed the results of the Civil Rights Audit conducted in March of 2007.  Results request the CTC to submit a voluntary compliance plan detailing corrective action needed to remedy the areas in which WVSCTC were found to be in non-compliance.  

· Ms. Edith Worrells presented information on new hires within the CTC.  Mark Rucker has been hired as the Clinical Coordinator/Instructor for Nuclear Medicine, Anthony Agbeh hired as an Assistant Professor in Hospitality Management Program, Morri Dabney hired as the Clinical Coordinator/Instructor for Community Behavioral Health Technology.  Wilma Lane has been hire to replace Tiffany Padgett in Developmental Math, and Lynn Storrick hired in Nursing to replace Paula Reilley.

· Ms. Edith Worrells informed the IBOA of the pass rates on Licensure Exams for the Nursing, Nuclear Medicine Technology and Medical Assisting Programs.  Nuclear Med and Medical Assisting had a pass rate of 100% for 2007.  Nursing had a pass rate of 94% for 2007.  State Board of Nursing and the NLNAC requires an 80% pass rate for accreditation.  

OTHER BOARD BUSINESS:  

  The IBOA will need to replace three members.  It was suggested by Dr. Ron Bartley that the Board look to appoint someone from CAMC and the Putnam County to replace two previous members who had come from these areas.   His suggestions were Janna Inghram from CAMC and Marty Chapman from the Putnam Chamber of Commerce.  The Board passed a motion to appoint both of these individuals to the Board.  A discussion followed as to the third Board member and suggestions were to look at the Power Plant Technology area and also to look at our service area which include Clay County and possibly select someone from this area.
