I am forwarding to you changes to the Bylaws which the Faculty Senate approved at its meeting on October 5, 2007. I will also send a hard copy via campus mail.

Some changes also pertain to the Constitution; however those changes must be approved by Faculty through a different process. Please do not make changes to the constitution at this time. 

1. It is the decision of the Executive Committee of the Faculty Senate that these changes be encoded and be effective as of October 5, 2008.

2. The Executive Committee also asks that you forward to Deborah Wells, (wells@wvstateu.edu) the Senate’s Historian, a copy of the Constitution and Bylaws which she can post on the Senate’s web site and update as is necessary.

Bylaws
1. Article V.d (change to V.A.d.1)(change under Retention Committee.                                                                
It currently reads, “The retention committee is composed of five tenured faculty, one from each College and one at large member…

Change to:

The retention committee is composed of nine tenured faculty, two from each college and one at large member.
2. Article V.A3.

Add:                               

“The Senate will appoint a Senator to each of its standing committees who will serve as a non-voting member of that committee.  This Senator will act as a liaison between the committee and the Senate. 

3. Article V.A.1e. Under Promotion and Tenure Committee.                                       

The Bylaws currently read: “The faculty member begins the process by notifying his or her department chair and the chair of this committee of his or her request.                                                                                                       

a copy of the letter of application is also filed with the Dean of the faculty member’s college, the Vice President for Academic Affairs, the Chair of the Faculty Personnel committee, and the Chair of the Promotion and Tenure Committee.                                                                                                         

4. Article Vii, C. The Secretary of the Senate.                                                          

After the last sentence we are adding: 

“The secretary of the Senate shall forward all approved changes to the Constitution, Bylaws, and Handbook to the person responsible for editing and publishing the Handbook by June 15 of each year.”                                                                                    

5. V.A.1.a now reads in its second last sentence:  

“The Vice President for Academic Affairs, the Assistant Provost and Dean of Academic Affairs of the Community and Technical College, and the Registrar, and shall serve as non-voting, ex-officio members of the committee.”

It should read: 

“The Vice President for Academic Affairs, the Assistant Provost and Dean of Academic Affairs of the Community and Technical College, the Registrar, and the Chair of the General Education Committee shall serve as non-voting, ex officio members of the committee.
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
