1. Call to Order and Announcements

Chairman Roy Nutter called the meeting to order at 1:03 pm on September 18, 2008. Introductions were made and roll was taken. A quorum was present for conducting business. 

2. Report from Bruce Flack
Dr. Flack had no formal report but opened the floor up for questions. He is in the process of completing several reports and will not be staying for the entire meeting.

· The four year institution compacts are currently under review.

· Betty Dennison posed a question about the ability for students to get loans for school with the current market/economic crisis. Students at Marshall C&TC believe this may be an issue. Dr. Flack suggested that Chancellor Noland may have some information concerning the situation.

· Sylvia Shurbutt asked about any HEPC updates or plans.

· Global Studies projects are still extremely important. HEPC is funding a workshop in Canaan the second week of October. The 1.5 day workshop will be attended by two people from each institution.

· Susan Herrick stated that West Liberty State College received funds for two students from Turkey.

· Sylvia stated that Shepherd University provides courses in August for students to spend 10-12 days abroad studying and visiting different countries and cultures.

· Seamless transition from high school to college in WV

· This is an on-going topic from last year that has not been resolved. There is a need to have high school students demonstrate college mathematics and English readiness before attending the institutions but the mechanism to validate this readiness and correlate with the ACT scores of 18 in English and 19 in Mathematics has not been determined or agreed upon by HEPC and the WV Department of Education.   
· A retreat last week indicated that the WV Department of Education may be willing to begin discussions to discuss necessary benchmarks and standards.
·   Research indicates that students who achieve the nationwide average  ACT scores of English 18, Mathematics 22, Reading 21 and Science 24 will have a 50% or higher chance of receiving a B or higher in a course and a 75% of receiving a C or higher in a course. Currently WV students are 0.2 above the national average ACT score in English, but below the science (-0.5) and mathematics (-1.5) averages.
· College based mathematics

· There is a web based college math course (WvEB Algebra) developed by WVU that is available for use by the four year institutions. Eight institutions are currently involved in the course that is offered to qualified high school students (Algebra 3). 

· The content standard objectives (CSOs) for the course were developed in advance of offering the course. High school math teachers facilitate the course. Concord offers the course at the Pikeville campus and Marshall University, Glenville State College and Fairmont University are also participants. There is also a web based trigonometry offering. 

· The program has not been offered at the Community College level. HEPC has given money to support the project. Chancellor Skidmore would need to be encouraged to approach the Council for CTC Education about financial support and the value of participation in the courses.

· Galen Hansen asked if there was any group or avenue to help international students with visas. At Fairmont State there have been a group of students from Nepal that have been recruited to attend the University but cannot get to the school. This problem might best be approached by the BOG at Fairmont State.
