Resolution Regarding Procedures for Sheltering in Place

at West Virginia State University

Whereas every semester new students, faculty, and staff join the West Virginia State University community; and

Whereas information about emergency procedures for Shelter-in-Place is not easily and quickly accessible from the West Virginia State University’s website, the West Virginia State University Faculty Handbook, the West Virginia State University Catalog, or employee and student orientation material; and

Whereas familiarity with emergency procedures is essential to the safety of all members of the university community, and especially so for those who are responsible for guiding students to the shelter;

Be it resolved that the West Virginia State University Faculty Senate recommend that the university administration be proactive in publishing at the beginning of each semester via email to all university community members information about when and how to shelter in place, sufficient warning regarding scheduled tests and drills to be held during the semester, how to sign up for the WARN system, and a complete list of designated shelter-in-place locations; and

Be it further resolved that the university administration post a link to the information contained in the email sent each semester on the front page of the university’s website under the “Headlines” rubric; and

Be it further resolved that the university’s Department of Public Safety hold a Shelter-in-Place drill during the first month of every semester for both day and evening classes to maximize the participation of all students, faculty, and staff.
