Brief Descriptions of each proposed program

Title of Degree: Masters of Business Degree in Entrepreneurship

Effective Date of Proposed Action:  To begin in the Spring Semester of 2010

Brief Summary Statement

There are several consultancy type service programs in West Virginia designed to help entrepreneurs to handle specific process issues once they start the business.  There is no single program within the state that produces entrepreneurs beyond a certificate or a baccalaureate level with a prospect to equip them with in-depth analytical skills to identify opportunities in the environment, organize and reorganize resources, develop new products, search or develop new markets and do the various balancing activities needed to sustain their businesses in the face of a highly competitive and turbulent global market place. We want to fill that gap. At the same time, there is a lot of effort to attract more businesses to the state. Quite to the contrary, research shows that businesses flow into areas where there are more entrepreneurs that provide them not only with the human capital but also with inputs in terms of supplies to run their businesses.  That is why we intend to provide this program that will allow the creation of entrepreneurs for a sustainable business and economic development.

Effective Date of Proposed Action: To begin in the Spring Semester of 2010

Brief Summary Statement 

West Virginia State University is seeking approval from the Chancellor of the West Virginia Higher Education Policy Commission for the Intent to Plan for a proposed, new Masters in Education Degree (M. Ed.) in Multicultural Instructional Leadership. Currently, no institutions in West Virginia offer the proposed degree. The proposed degree will be consistent with best practices and research in multicultural education, and the mission of West Virginia State University. 

The West Virginia State University Board of Governor’s approved the Intent to plan at the November 13, 2008 meeting. Pending additional approval from the West Virginia Board of Governors, the West Virginia Higher Education Policy Commission and the Higher Learning Commission of North Central Association, the Education Department would like to advertise and begin admitting candidates to the program in the Spring Semester of 2010.  

The program will be designed using a modified cohort model with an emphasis on-line delivery. The Department intends to admit no more than 25 candidates to the first cohort group. This cohort group will begin classes in the Summer Semester of 2010. The proposed degree will require the completion of 36 semester hours, which will include 12 classes in foundations, research methodology, technology integration, and instructional leadership. No new faculty will be needed to deliver the proposed program during its initial cohort cycle. 

Title of Degree: A Masters in SOcial Work (MSW)

Effective Date of Proposed Action: To begin in the Spring Semester of 2011
Brief Summary Statement 

West Virginia State University (WVSU) is seeking approval from the Chancellor of the West Virginia Higher Education Policy Commission for the Intent to Plan for a proposed, new Masters in Social Work Degree (MSW) with concentrations in Child Welfare Services and Health Care. Currently, no other higher education institutions in West Virginia offer the MSW with concentrations in Child Welfare Services and Health Care. West Virginia University offers the MSW but with two different concentration areas in social work practice. Therefore, the proposed program is non-duplicative. The proposed program is responsive to requests from the social service agencies, hospitals and veterans affairs programs in the Greater Kanawha Valley of West Virginia to prepare qualified professionals with MSW level preparation to meet employment needs and federal/state regulations, regarding qualifications of social workers to deliver services in child welfare agencies, health care facilities, and veterans’ affairs offices. The proposed program is consistent with the West Virginia State University Mission Statement. 

The West Virginia State University Board of Governors approved the Intent to Plan at the November 13, 2008 meeting. Pending additional approval from the West Virginia Board of Governors, West Virginia Higher Education Policy Commission, Council for Social Work Education, and Higher Learning Commission of North Central Association, the Social Work Department would like to advertise and begin admitting candidates to the program in Spring Semester of 2011. Classes toward the degree would begin in the Fall Semester of 2011.

The program will be designed using a modified cohort model with an emphasis placed Web delivery. The program will require the completion of 60 semester hours which is required for approval of all MSW programs by the Council for Social Work Education (CSWE). To meet the additional CSWE requirements for the MSW, two additional tenure track faculty will need to be hired to deliver the proposed program.

The intent to plan has been approved for this program.  It will be presented on September 4, 2008.

Program:  Master of Science in Law Enforcement and Administration

Institution:  West Virginia State University

Projected Date for Full Proposal:  April 2009

Projected Program Implementation Date:  Fall 2010 (academic year 2010-2011)

§ Section 1:  Program Objectives and Institutional Mission

The proposed Master of Science in Law Enforcement and Administration degree program is unique to the State of West Virginia.  The program is designed for those already in the law enforcement field, those in management positions in other areas of the criminal justice field, and undergraduate students who seek a degree program that will enhance their efforts to succeed in the criminal justice field.  

· Students with this degree will have the necessary skills to conduct policy formation and analysis and empirical research. 

·  They will have in-depth knowledge about leadership and management in the law enforcement field, the legal aspects of working in the criminal justice field, as well as legal liability issues.  

· As the curriculum will include courses on administration as well as law enforcement, the program will also be attractive to students who may not want to enter or be working in law enforcement but can use the courses in other areas of the criminal justice field.  

· Graduates may also use this degree as preparation for pursuing the Ph.D. in justice administration, criminal justice, criminology, or related fields.

The mission statement of West Virginia State University in part states, "Our mission is to meet higher education and economic development needs of the state and region through innovative teaching and applied research."  The field of criminal justice, especially in the subfield of law enforcement, has been recognized as a growth profession, and the requirements of that field are increasingly complex.  The issues faced by law enforcement and others in the criminal justice field are some of most serious in society today.  Therefore, education for those in the field is crucial. 

The mission statement further states, "West Virginia State University offers encouragement and education through flexible course offerings in traditional classrooms, in non-traditional education settings, and through distance learning techniques."  The Department of Criminal Justice at West Virginia State has been a pioneer in distance education and off-campus offerings.  The Department offered satellite courses in 1992 and has offered off-campus courses in Logan County, Clay County, Ripley, the Capitol Center, and at four different high schools.  The proposed graduate program will be designed for traditional and nontraditional students as courses will be offered on campus in the daytime and evening, on weekends, and on-line.

§ Section 2:  Program Description

This program will provide students with in-depth knowledge about law enforcement and administrative issues.

· Focus will be on operation, policies, and laws.  

· The program will stress analysis and problem solving in terms of law enforcement and administration.  

· Students will understand the use of the latest technology and applied research in law enforcement and administration.

· Students will be required to complete 36 hours of course work, which will

include an internship leading to a paper on an administrative issue at a law enforcement or other criminal justice agency.  They will required to complete this case study and to pass two comprehensive exams prior to graduation.
