Food Services – Ms. Vicki Barnes
· The Food Committee met Saturday, November 5, 2010.  Students were appreciative that most of concerns previously addressed were positively resolved.  One outstanding correction is the delivery of the ‘bubbler’ which will allow expansion of juice service throughout all three meals daily.  Major new concern was the stoppage of carry out service for RA’s during staff hours.  The privilege was curtailed when there was misuse of the service by a particular resident who was found to be giving food to non-board students.  Rod has agreed to immediately reinstate this privilege, punishing only the offender, not the group.

· There was also concern that retail venues were not providing service through posted hours, essentially stopping food prep and using time for clean up.  This issue to be addressed and remedied, partly to blame was staffing concerns.  Next meeting, December 6, 2010 and members are to bring two suggestions each for discussion.
