Tom,

 Barry said you had asked about how we determined the FTE (15) per faculty member by degree program as reported to the Board on Friday.

 The FTE (15) per degree program was pulled from an official Banner report that is submitted to the HEPC each October 15 called BannerMajrStdtCnt (Banner Major Student Count).

 The total number of faculty members per degree program was determined using the method which IPEDS uses to determine student to faculty ratio: the number of part-time faculty members for each department is divided by three, and this number is added to the number of full-time faculty members for each department.

 The total FTE (15) per degree program is then divided by the total number of faculty members (as determined above), which gives the total FTE (15) for the specific degree program per faculty member.
