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Head Football Coach, Carl Lee

In his third season as head coach of the Yellow Jacket football team, Carl Lee displayed an
energetic and enthusiastic approach.

A 1979 graduate of nearby South
Charleston HS, Lee was an all-state per-
former for the Black Eagles. He went
from there to Marshall University, where
he was an outstanding cornerback under
then head coach Sonny Randle and defen-
sive coach and present MU mentor Bob
Pruett. For his performances on the Herd
gridiron, Lee is a member of both the
Marshall University Athletic Hall of Fame
and the All-Time Southern Conference
Football team.

Following graduation from MU in 1983
with a bachelor of science degree, Lee

was selected to play in the National Football
League by the Minnesota Vikings and called
the NFL home for the next eleven seasons.
Best remembered as a star cornerback for
the Vikings under Bud Grant and Dennis
Green, he played his final season as a mem-
ber of the New Orleans Saints. Three times
during his illustrious career he was tabbed as
an All-Pro and played in the Pro-Bowl in
Hawaii. In probably his best overall season,
Lee was named the 1988 National Football
Conference (NFC) Defensive Back of the
Year and also chosen as a member of popular
television analyst John Madden’s All-Mad-

den team.

Lee has used his high visibility and rec-
ognized face and name to help several vol-
unteer and charitable service organiza-
tions usually involving youth. He founded
“Against All Odds”, an organization for
disadvantaged youth, and conducted
many youth-oriented camps and pro-
grams. He is an active member of Fellow-
ship of Christian Athletes, Big
Brother/Big Sister of Charleston and
Huntington, the DARE programs, and
three Carl Lee All-Pro Football Camps.
